The Tariff Question

Ed. Transeript:—Having been a close
reader of both sides of the tariff question,
and having just read Watterson for “‘Rev-
enue Only,”” 1 beg leave to write :

One of the first principles in arithmatic
and also in reasoning is concellation. We
begin with its application tothe tariff sub-
ject, We have five sets of debators. The
freetrader—wild and rutal ;: those for
revenue only ; those for revenue by a dis-
criminating tariff protecting and patrioti-
cally ﬂthl'ilTnlh-il : those for protection be-
yond a revenue ; the fiatted, bloated, pow-
erful I‘m'illit*llt n_f too much pf'uff"t'."t'uu.

I'irst we cancel the 1st and 5th as ex-
tremists opposing and yet practically keep-
ing each other alive., The reasoning of the
first as thin as the covering attempted to
hide the selfishness of the last., And for
brevity we strike our pencil through the
2l and 4th classes, and retain but one class
in the field of practical debate, and ready
for action on this great American question.

We find three principles involved in the
subject of protection. 1st, That of no pow-
er by the constitution. 2d, That of no
power restricted. 3d, That of no power be-
yond and regardless of the constitution.
And to narrow our debate to a result, we
cancel these two extremes of prineiple in-
volved,

That we find writers on the tariff get a
multitude of subjeets that effect political
economy brought in that may be eliminat-
ed in our determination as to what we
should do at once with the tariff,

L.abor unions, skill, climatic effects on
man and his activity, education, inven-
tion, public lands, overproduction, foreign
influence, political jobbery and political
bossism.

Effects that result from these various
courses are used by freetraders, and also
by protectionists, in argument against or
for a tariff,

A fundamental question at the beginning
must be settled, whether or not we wish
very much to export all kinds of products
in competition with England or other for-
¢ign countries. Whether our national pol-
icy would not be better to define upon our-
selves within ourselves in peace as well as
in war, and if we export, then only our
surplus.

[t is written that the price of grain de-
pends upon our foreign market price, and
that the price of farm labor depends upsm
the price of grain, and the price paid the
farm labor regulates somewhat the price
of all labor, True to an extent, yet the
greater onr surplus grain to export, the
lower will be the price of all these things.
The greater the home consumption of
grain the less surplus and higher wages.
To return now to Watterson’s article in
the January number of Harper's,the writer
is much pleased with many of his dedue-
tions, and I suggest to every reader of this
to read the uuin article, and then if he
pleases, apply these remarks where they
may fit.

On page 275 Watterson says, ‘“The
American farmer—to say nothing of the
millions of Americans engaged in mer-
ehantile and professional pursuits, who
are in the same boat with the farmer—has
no protection for his products.”” This is
true on its face, yet predudicial. The free-
trader will admit that his corm will
not bring less thereby, The protectionist
¢laims it brings more. The farmer also
sells other produets, butter, eggs, poultry.
Farming land near Philade!phia, a great
manufacturing city, is worth 8200 per acre.

On same page 205: ‘“The farmer takes
his products abroad and sells them at a
profit in the home market of his foreign
rival. But he ¢can not purchase in that
market what he wants without paying a
bounty,’’ ete. This statement is untrue in
every part of it. The farmer does not take
his products abroad, but the foreigner
comes after them, bringing his wares along
if he chooses. Andagain:if,for argument,
we allow the first fact to reach the ht‘t*nllﬂ,
the second is not true, as he sells not at a
profit but at cost to get rid of his surplus
—or at least an insuflicient profit.,

[n the next paragraph he says, and also
in several other parts of his article, that
the farmer is told he getsa cheaper market
at home, We cannot see how. Nor do
we believe that protection—through rev-
enue only—can make anything cheaper. 1
would not so tell a farmer., Butl doargue
that a tariff moderately and properly
placed would not enhance the cost of those
things he purchases one-halfas much as it
enhances the values of all his farm prod-

: sketching-grounds.
