The transportation of fruits and produce

The quanti-
ty of fruit grown is so large that prices
average low and but little profit can be re-
alized from the growing of them under
lhl‘ maost r.i\'llll'illlll‘ l'irl'”l“ht;l“i't'h, “-lll‘ll
transportation companies fail to protect or
deliver the fruit on time, a follows
the want ol care or early delivery.,

When the loss on sales of berries amounts
to a hall cent a quart it seems like a tritle,
but in the aggregate it amounts to a large
sum on the whole.

The loss from thefts are not so large as
formerly, yet there is room for improve-
ment in this featare, and on lines
there is a decided improvement in delivery
while others retain the old system of stud-
