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A Peninsula Railroad Again.

A road down the Peninsula through the
Eastern Maryland counties is one which
the Transeript has from time to time urged
as the only road which the Peninsula real-
ly needs, or would sustain by a paying
traffic. Such a road, if economically con-
structed, would, we believe, pay dividends
from the start. If there were no jobbery
or waste in the building, it would be a
very cheap road to construct, as the coun-
try through which it would run is almost a
dead level.

There is a move in Caroline county,
some account of which is given elsewhere
in the Transeript, looking to organizing a
stock company forthe building of the road.
The incorporators named are nearly all
Caroline county people, and the proposed
name of the road is ‘““T'he Elkton, Denton
and Cape Charles Railroad.”” If the road
is to be built by Peninsular enterprise it
will require that a number of capitalists
outside of Caroline take hold of it. The
name of the road, too, we are afraid has
been fixad a little too previously by the en-
thusiastie Caroliners. It would not seem
to be appropriate that Chestertown, Cen-
treville, Easton, Cambridge and Salisbury
should be left in the cold in naming the
road, while a little cross-roads settlement
like Denton should be recognized as of
special importance by being sandwiched in
the name. The Transeript will be glad to
see a plan for building the road, backed by
such influences as will Le likely to insure
its construction. We believe that the B.
& O. Railroad is the proper corporation to
undertake the building of this Peninsula
road. The road must be tributary to ei-
ther the B. & O. or the Penna. No matter
by whom built, one of these roads will con .
trol it, as the final haul to the markets
must be over one or the other of these
trunk lines. Buch aroad would be a mag-
nificent feeder for the Philadelphia exten-
sion of the B. & 0.
