There are two species of rats in Parls:
A black sort which infests garrets and old

. houses and a gray kind that is found in

cellars and swarms in all the sewers. 'T'his
gsewer Kind is the most voracious and dan-
gerous, and its ravages cost the city a
large sum annually. Wherever there is
underground shelter there is a family of
these rats and they multiply with aston-
ishing rapidity. Cellars, sewers, cata-
combs are their abodes; they dig passage-
thick walls, undermine
foundations and do a great deal of dam-
age. Many attempts have been made to
exterminate them In the sewers but al-
ways without success, Poisons of all
kinds, phosphorous, arsenic, prussic acid
and strychnine, have been set for them but
they won't touch the bait. One inventor
thought he had hit on the very thing when
