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The Small Towns Should Be Considered.

A general movement has begun through-
out the country to petition Congress to
abolish the present system of erecting pub-
lic buildings. The people in the small
towns where very small slices of pork are
received are about to enter their protest
against the continuation of the present
mode of jobbery. The petitions that are
now coming in are in printed form and
signed by the mayor of the city or presi-
dent of the village from which they come,
by order of the common council. The -
titioners ask for a general law providing
for the erection of a building in eveey city
of 5,000 inhabitants or over, and recoms
mend appropriations on the basis of 82,000
for each 1,000 inhabitants. The objections
tn the present system of legislation are
four in number, as follows: First, it is un-
Jjust to diseriminate in favor of larger
aga:inst smaller eities who pay their appro-
priate share of taxes; second, special legis-
lation is wrong, corrupt, and demoralizing:
third, under a general law upon the above
basis, 1,200 buildings would be supplied at
a cost of only £20,000.000: fourth, such a
law would save to the government large
sums now paid for rent, furnish more con-
venient quarters, and conform more to the
dignity of the nation. These petitions have
