laws.  The Transeript has not seen the full
text of the Election bill which bas passed
the Senate. If, however, the synopsis ta-
ken from one of the Baltimore papers
and published elsewhere in this issue ol
the 7ranseript is correct, we are inclined to
think Mr. Pearce a trifle severe. We be-
lieve with him that the bill should have
given annual registration in Baltimore
city, as that was a feature upon which
great stress was laid by those most stren-
uously favoring a new bill, and as it is be-
lieved by many that annual registrations
are really necessary to insure fair elections
in Baltimore. The bill does provide, how-
ever, for biennial new registrations in Bal-
timore, and new registrations every elec-
tion year in the counties, It also provides
for minerity representation in the appoint-
ment of supervisors, registers, judges and
clerks of election, It also provides for
glass ballot boxes, and an luside represent-
ativefor each candidate during the casting
and counting of ballots. Though possibly
not the wisest law, it yet appears to em-
brace most of the important features of the
Reform Loague law. Mr. Pearce is surely
right 1n insisting that the party cannot af-
ford to dodge promises made to the people.
The new Election bill must meet the prom-
ises honestly and squarely, To fall in do-
ing this is not only bad legislation,—it is
bad party policy.
