Arunah 8, Abell died shortly after three
o ¢lock Thursday morning at his residence,
corner Charles and Madison streets, Balti-
more, in the 82d year of his age. He had
suflered from no organic or special com-
plaint, but died of general failure of vital
poOowers. He had been hlhillf_‘" Htl't'tlglh for
some time past, but never gave up. For
the last two weeks he had been confined
to his room, but got up each morning and
dressed as usual, just as if he was going
out,

Less than a month ago he was at the Sun
office in his usual spirits, and drove out
several times recently before being confined
to his room. Mr, Abell Wednesday even-
ing was fully himself in all save physical
ability, IHis mind remained clear to the
last, le went to bed about 9.30 o'cloeck

Land slept until about 2 o'clock next morn-
ing, when he roused up and complained of
shortuess of breath and a general feeling
ol 1Illll|'['!ﬂ:"iill|l.

After a short time this feeling of oppres-
sion passed off and he composed himself
LO resume sleep, requesting the gas to be
turned low, and was apparently fully re.
lHeved from the trouble which had disturbed
his sleep, In a short time, how ever, he
became unconscious and sank without
pain into what appeared to be a slumber,
but which was in reality the beginning of
death, and he passed away in this gentle
manner at 3.05 o'clock.

Some 02 vears ago the firm of Swain,
Abell & Simmons founded the Philadelphia
[edger, and shortly after the Baltimore
Sun,; two great daily papers which persist-
ently held the lead in their respective cit-
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The Sun was successful from the start,
In less than three months it had attained
A& greater circulation than the Ledger in
nine months, and within a year circulated
more than twice as many copies as the old-
est newspaper in Baltimore. The original
quarters, on Light street, near Mercer,soon
became too contracted, and on the 16th of
February, 1839, the oflice was removed to
the southeast corner of Gay and Baltimore
streets. On the 13th of September, 1851,
the present Sun lron Building was occu-
pied for the first time. The property was
purchased December 22, 1860, by Mr, Abell,
who in 1804 sold his interest in the Phila-
delphia Ledger, and four years later be-
came the sole proprietor of the Sun.

On May 17th of last year the Sun cele-
brated its 50th birthday. On the day of
the anniversary, Mr. Abell associated with
himsell as co-partners his sous, Edwin F.,
George VW, and Walter R., and retired
from the active management,
