It is
desired to raise in stock subsecriptions
Of this sum, Baltimore people
interested in the exchange have put up
87,000, That leaves 82,600 to be taken by
the fruit-growers. A considerable pro-
portion of this sum is already taken. T'he
growers will elect three-fourth the officers
and will control the concern. The charge
made on sales by the exchange will be three
per cent,, and he thinks this will produce
a revenue of at least 230,000, while the
actual ranning expenses of the exchange
will not exceed £7.000., Mr. Hickman
closed by asking the growers present to
subscribe for stock, at $10 per share, and
to agree to ship their fruit to the exchange
wharf in Baltimore.

During a brief recess, thirty shares of
stock in all were subscribed for.

Polk’s proposed bureau of information and
distribution. He himself believes in bring-
ing buyers here and selling the fruit at
home. bBut almost every year there is a
surplus that cannot be disposed of in this
way, and this year the surplus promises to

"be the very thing that must be got rid of.
