FOUR NEW WAR VESSELS,

—

Nineteen and Twenty Knot Crulsers, amd An-
other Battle Ship Called for,

Wasnixaros, June 10,—Gireat as have
been the advances in ship building under
Secretary Whitney's administration, the
four additional steel cruisers provided for
under the pending Naval Appropriation

bill carry the standard of speed and all- |

around efliciency higher than ever,

Two of these new vessels are to have
about 3,000 tons displacement, and are to
achieve a maximum speed of at least nine-
teen knots an hour,
5,500 tons displacement, and toshow twen-
ty knots. T'he former are to cost, exclu-
sive of guns, not more than $1,200,000 each
and the third not more than 1,800,000,
To insure these great speeds, the contract-
or will receive $560,000 premium for each
quarter of a knot short of it, The fourth
new vessel is to be a big armored cruiser
ol 7,500 tons, to cost $35, 500, 000,

The 3.000-ton unarmored cruisers will

probably be of the type of the Medea and
Medusa, two steel-bottomed, partly pro-
tected vessels, which are among the latest
additions to the British navy. They are
sot down in the British list as 20-knot ves-
sels, 80 that to exact a speed of 19 knots
for the two cruisers contemplated under
the House Naval Committee’s bill may not
seem excessive, Still, the advance made
{from standards adopted only a few years

ago becomes clear on observing that the |

Boston and Atlanta, which are of exaetly
the same size as these new ones, namely,
3, 000-ton unarmored cruisers, do not go
more than 15 or 154 knots, while the Chi-
cago, which is a 4,000-ton vessel, makes
only 16 or 1064 knots. Yet these are all
very valuable additions to our navy, being
the fastest, outside of torpedo eratt, of all
that have yet been actually tried, and are
distinetly modern vessels, There are three
other cruisers building which are classed
as 19-knot vessels, namely, the Philadel-
phia and San Francisco, of 4,084 tons dis-
placement each, taking their names from
the cities where they are under construe-
tion, and the Baltimore, 4,400 tons, also
building at Philadelphia. A liberal allow-
ance in price is made for the two new ves-
sels, since the Charleston, of 3,730 tons and

I8 knots speed, is to be built for 1,017,500, |

including only hull and engines.

The 5,300-ton cruiser will be the largest
unarmored vessel in the navy, exceeding
the Chicago’s displacement by about one-
sixth. She will also, of course, be the
most expensive of the unarmored vessels,
Her speed of twenty knots will be the high-
est exacted for vessels of this character.

BShe
is execeptional, also, in having a protective
deck 47 inches thick, which is almost
enough to allow her to be classed among
armored vessels, BShe carries an exceed-
ingly heavy battery, of which one item is
four 21-ton guns, 'I'he Reina Regente, al-
though not the type of the proposed o, 500-
ton cruiser, shows what may be accom-
plished with the latter,

The armored vessel provided for in the
bill will be the largest vessel in the navy,
Its two predecessors, the cruiser Maine and
the battle-ship Texas, were, under the act
of Congress, to be of about 6,000 tons dis-
placement, but will actually be of about 6,-
JU0 and 0,000 tons. The present provision
15 for a craiser of T,-'HH} tons, and these di-
mensions may possibly come nearer 8,000,
In any case it will be one of the largest,
and, probably, the most effective of all that
medium class of ironclads now in great fa-
vor everywhere, as uniting the tunctions
of eruiser and battle-ship and the best com-
bination of high speed, a fair degree of
protection, ului.grrut. battery power.
