This railway would
afford a shorter route between points on
the Atlantic and Pacific coast lying north
of Mexico than either the Nica n or
the Isthmus Canal projects, and might be
completed long before either of them. But
the utility of this enterprise, so far as the
interest of the United States is concerned,
would be chiefly in furnishing another
competitor to the Pacific railroads and a
shorter route for trade to the Pacific coast
of South Ameriea.
