Why a Base-ball Curves,

Lovers ot base-ball may find it conven-
lent to keép in mind this explanation of
the pitéher's curve from Mr. R.A.Proctor:
Lf the ball is-advancing without spin, or is
spinning on an axis lying along its course,
the cushion of compressed air carried for-
ward by it is conieal—or rather conoidal -
and therefore resists the progress of the
ball equally on all sides, affecting only the
veloeity. Buat in the case of the curve,
where the ball is spinning on an axis square
to its course, the air in front of the advane-
ing side of the spinning surface cannot es-
cape so readily as if there were no spin,
and escapes more readily on the other side.
Hence the resisting cushion of airis thrown
toward that side of the ball where the spin
I8 forward and removed from the other side
and the ball is deflected from the region of
greatest resistance.
