An Ancient Plant,

C. F. Stam has growing upon his lawn
a rare and interesting plant known to bota-
nists as the Nelivmbiwm Speciosum or Lotus
Plant. It is the celebrated plant of the
ancient Egyptians, and held by them as
sacred to lfuin and Osiris and in their delin-
eations, it is supposed in some way to rep-
resent the creation of the world. There is

an old legend connected with the plant

which is, that it has the power of causing
whoever tastes of it to loose al! fondness or
desire for his native land. This idea was

embodied by Homer in the Odyssey, when |

he describes Ulysses wandering among the
wild races of Africa, and being fed upon
this plant to takeaway the desire to return
to his native land.

In modern times Tennyson has exhibited
the same idea in the exquisitely wrought
poem of the Lotus Eaters,

The Egyptians made use of this flower
as a design for decorative purposes, as
their monuments and relies of to~day plain-
ly show. The plant is of an aquatic na-
ture, and now grows very luxuriantly
along the Nile, blooming with as much
beauty and fragrance as it did in the days
of the earliest

tions, the Lotus will produce flowers of
nurpuning beauty, with a fragrance some-
what akin to the Sandal word of the East,
On their first appearance the flowers look |
like gigantic Marshal Niel llose buds, As
they expand they resemlie a tulip, the
base of the petals being creamy white,
delicately shaded off toward the end with a
bright pink. The entire plant is very at-

tractive and well worthy of culture in any |
