Bureau of Distribution at Clayton, has
sent out the following ecircular letter to
Zrowers:
Crayroxn, DEL., Aug. 12, 1888,

Dear Sir:—Youn are interested either as
a grower or shipper in the profitable mark-
eting of the present large peach crop. The
sale of the fruit at prices that scarcely pay
expenses is alike discouraging to all inter-

ested. Thus far prices have been good, but

I the Old Mixon is now flooding the market,

and those points receiving the large ship-
ments are beginning to show signs of
weakening, and an early breaking up in
prices, resulting in much lost to shippers,

even before you receive this circular.

Every peach raised on this Peninsula can
be marketed with some return to the
grower and a pair profit in the crop, if the
growers will rn-npvr:)t- in guarding the
markets. If New York cannot consume
100 ears of fruit Ilﬂ“_\', arrange to shut off
the supply before that number is reached,
but the shutting off must be done at this
end, before the cars start; it is too late aft-

er the fruit is in the market and sold.

The Fruit-Growers’ Bureau has opened
its headquarters at Clayton with this end
in view, The members of the Burean are
very generally registering their cars, but it
I8 most important not only that members,
but that EVERY sHIPPER (either of one car
or a dozen) should register the proposed
designation of EACH CAR with the Distrib.
utor. In that way, and in no other, can it
be known how many cars are to go to the
same place. BSuppose a buyer of fruit at
Wyoming desires to ship a car to Elmira,
He telegraphs the fact to the Distributor.
A shipper at Milford telegraphs his desire
to do the same, and the Bureau’s agent at
Laurel makes a similar demand. This
would make three cars for Elmira. Enough
for all ordinary demands. The Distributor
says to all other applicants on that day,
“Market full; go somewhere ¢lse.”” These
three shippers are likely to realize fair
prices for their frait, whereas il six or sev-
en different shippers had gone there on the
same day the market would have been
glutted and prices ruined—and yet with.
out the Bureau at work, any point may re-
ceive too much fruit, because shippers are
ignorant ol each other's doings. Why
keep on in the old way when this practical
and helpful solution of the difliculty is of-
l‘l‘l‘i‘ll—r'ut”!ju Ji N 'J’Jh [o eve ;'y yl‘nlh /. r"l'r'r"ﬁf
bhuyer, and every shipper if they desire to
maintain prices’?
