WAsHINGTON, Sept. 10.—The bill intro-
duced in the House today by Representa-
tive ODates, of Alabama, to amend the nat-
uralization laws of the United States,
gives to the district and cireuit courts of
the United States and the distriet and sa-
preme courts of the Territories and of
the District of Columbia exclusive juris-
diction of the naturlization of aliens, It
further provided that no alien who has
ever been legally convicted of any infa-

speak the English languge and read the
constitution of the United States in
glish, or who is a polygamist, an anarch-
I8t, socialist or communist, or belongs to
any society or association of such, shall
be naturalized, or adjudged by any court
to be a citizen of the United States or any
State; nor shall any glien be natualized
who has not continunously for six years
next preceding such adjudication resided
within the United States. Every alien
who desires to become a citizen shall de-
clare that he renounces forever his allegi-
ance to any foreign power and declares
his allegiance to the United States.
