Mr. McCulloch refers to his letter to the
Philadelphia Academy of Music meeting,
which indorsed the President’s message in
January last, and to the following recom-
mendations from his own annual report as
Secretary of the Treasury, in December,
1883

Fiirst, that the existing duties upon raw
materials, which are to be used in manu-
factures, should be removed. This can be
done in the interest of our foreign trade,

Second, that the duties upon the articles
used or consumed by those who are the
least able to bear the burden of taxation
should be reduced. This also can be ef-
fected without prejudice to our export
trade.

Mr, McCulloch had hoped that the Re.
publican National Convention would this
year adopt similar declarations. On the
contrary, it made economie declarations
which render it impossible for him to
stand upon its platform or support its can-
didate. Ile had hoped to see the Republi-
can party take a liberal and progressive
position on the tariff, but as it had aban-
doned this position to the Democrats and
taken a reactionary course he has been
compelled to turn away from it for a time.

When he wants to read he
buys books—notshabby reprints, but good
soundly printed volumes, for a third less
than in New York. He pays 24 cents for
Harper's and the Century, while we pay
0. He can buy a piano for half the price
charged by American manufacturers. IHe
can travel more cheaply on railroad, buses
and boat, live more reasonably at restau.
rants and hotels when he has oceasion, see
plays and hear concerts for less than is
charged in our city, and experience many
other advantages that comport with and
result from a system of low prices. The

The total number of stars that one ean
see, says Prof. E. 8. Holden, in the Au-
gust number of the Century, will depend
ve? largely upon the clearness of the sky
and the keenness of the sight. In the
whole celestial sphere, there are about six
thousand stars visible to an ordinarily
good eye. Ofthese, however, we can nevy-
ér see more than a fraction at any one
time, because a half of the sphere is always
below the horizon. If we could see a star
in the horizon as easily as in the zenith, a
half of the whole number, or 3,000, would
be visible on any clear night, But the
stars near the horizizon are seen through
80 great a thickness of atmosphere as
greatly to obscure their light, and only the
brightest one can there be seen. As a re-
sult of this observation, it is not likely
that more than 2,000 stars can ever be
taken in at a single view by any ordinary
eye. About 2,000 other stars are so near
the south pole that they never rise in our
latitude. Hence, out of 6,000 supposed
to be visible, 4,000 only ever come within
the range of our vision, unless we make a

Journey toward the equator,

As tglescopic power is increased, we still
find stars of fainter and fainter light; but
the number cannot go on increasing forev-
er in the same ratio as with the brighter
magnitudes, because, if it did, the whole
sky wolild be a blaze of starligt. If tele-
scopes with powers far exceeding our
present ones were made, they Wnlﬁtl no
doubt show new stars of twentieth, twen-
ty first, ete., magnitudes; but it is highly
probable that the number of such suceces-
sive orders of stars would not increase in
the same ratio as is observed in the eighth,
ninth, and tenth magnitudes, for example.

The enormous labor of estimating the
number of stars of such classes will long
preveunt the acecumulation of statistics on
this question ; but this much is certain,
that in special regions of the sky that
have been searchingly examined by vari-
ous teleseopes of succeasively increasing

| apertures, the number of new stars found
| is by no means in proportion to the in-

creased instrumental power. If this be
true elsewhere, the conclusion may be that
after all, the stellar system ean be experi-
mentally shown to be the finite extent, and
to contain only a finite number of stars.
in the whole sky, and eye of average

ywer will, as above stated, see about 6,-
000 stars. With a telescope, this number
I8 greatly increase, and the most powerful
instrament of modern times will show}60, -
000,000, Of this number, not one out 100
has ever been catalogued at all,

In all, 314,926 stars, from the first to the
ninth and one-half magnitudes, are con-
tained in the northern sky, or about 600,-
000 in both hemispheres. Allof these can
be seen with a three-inch object glass,
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The Growth of Luxury.

Bome quarter of a centuay ago there
was a discussion in the newspapers as to
the prudence or otherwise of young per-
Sons in the upper classes marrying on an
income of three hundred a year. Three
times that amount would be considered in-
adequate by the critics who conducted the
discussion. — Quarterly Review.
