BY A MEDICAL MAN.

A matter of Tmportance to Smokers
Habits to Be Avolded- The Cigareite
Smoker—Froperties of Nicotine—Experi-
mental Observation—The Maoris.

Tobacco fontains an acrid, dark brown
oil, an alkaloid, nicotine and anothe:
substance called nicotianine, in which
exist its Odﬂ‘.l'ﬂllH and volatile principles.
This description of the active principles
of tobacco is of importance to smokers
for, when tobacco is burned, a new sel
of substgnces is produced, some of which
are less harmful than the nieotine, .nul
are more agreeable in effect, and mueh
of the acrid oil—a substance quite as
irritating and poisonous as nicotine—is
carrid off. These fire produced sub-
stances are called, f:nm their origin.
the “‘pyridine series.” By guieat heal
the more aromatic and “harmful
members of the series are produced, but
the more poisonous com 8 are gen
erated by the slow combustion nf damj
tobacco. This oil, which 18 [iberated hj
combustion, is bad both in flavor and io
effect, and it is better, even for the im
mediate pleasure of the smoker, that i
ghould ba excluded altogether from his
mouth and air passages.

DESCRIPTION OF A BIG APARTMENT
HOUSE AT GREENPOINT, L. |

Material Used and Jts Artistie Effeet,
Conveniences and Interior Arrangement.
Bedrooms and FParlors—Lecture Room,
Children’s Playground.

Among the buildings erected for the
purpose of supplying comfortable, decent
and m-nnnmn_,‘li' dwe dlings at a very mod-
erate cost, that put up in Greenpoint by
Charles Pratt is worth noting. Itis to
accommodate 116 families, and is a sgix
story structure of such massive propor-
tions as to attract attention from the
river, which it faces. It extends 200
feet on Franklin etreet, 135 feet on India
sgtreet and 75 feet on Java street. The
chief material used is brown stone, brick
and terra catta. There are bay windows,
artistic cornices and gables so that its
effect is not monotonous.
