The Bible Abounds In Reference to Fish,
and They Are Indirectly Recommended
For Food—Why Fishermen Were Chosen
For Apostlea,

BROOKLYN, Feb. 5.—Rev. T. De Witt
Talmage this morning preached to a
great audience in the Tabernacle a re-
markably interesting and eloquent ser-
mon on ‘“The Ichthyology of the Bible;

What a new book the Bible is! After
860 vears' preaching from it and discuss-
ing over 3,000 different subjects founded
on the word of (God, the book is as fresh
to me as when I learned, with a stretch
of infantile lii*'IH-ll"\' HH'HI’IHHPM VEerse
in the Bible, esus wept,” and I opened
a few weeks ago a new realm of Biblical
Interest that neither my pulpit nor any
one else's had ever explored, and having
spoken to yon in this gpurse of sermons
on Grod evervwhere cor®erning the ** As-
tronomy of the Bible; or, God Among
the Stars;” the “Chronology of the Bible;
or, GGod Among the Centuries;” the ‘Or-
nithology of the Bible; or, God Among
the Birds;” the ‘““Mineralogy of the Bi-
ble; or, God Among the Amethysts”
this morning, as 1 may be divinely
helped, 1 will speak to you about the
“lchthyology of the Bible; or, God
Among the Fishes.”

THE APOSTOLIC FISHERMEN.

Our horses wero lathered and tired
out, and their fetlocks were red with the
bloo! cut ont ]’."' the rocks, and I could
hardly el my feet out of the Hﬁl’l‘lll}r—i s
on Saturday night we dismounted on the
beach of Lake Galilee, The rather lib-
eral supply of food with which we had
started from Jerusalem was well nigh
exhausted, and the articles of diet re
maining had by oft repetition three
times a day for three weeks ceased to
appetize. Inever wantto see a fig again,
and dates with me are all out of date.

For several 11:1} sthe Arab caterer, who
could speak but half a dozen English
words, would answer our requests for
some of the stvles of food with which we
had been delectated the first few Ll:l}‘-
by eryving out, “Finished.” The most
piquant appetizer is abstinence, and the
demand of all the party was, ‘‘Let us
breakfast on Sunday morning on fresh
fish from Lake Gennesareth,” for you
must know that that lake has four names,
and 1t 18 worth a profusion of nomen-
clature, and it 18 1n the Bible called
Chinnereth, Tiberias, Gennesareth and
Cralilee,

1o our extemporized table on Sabbath
morning came broiled perch, only a few
hours before lifted out of the sacred
waters. It was natural that our minds
should revert to the only breakfast that
Christ ever prepared, and it was on
those very ghores where we breakfasted,
Christ had in those olden times struck
two flints together and set on fire some
shavings or lhight brushwood and then
put on larger wood, and a pile of glow
ing bright coals was the consequence,

Meanwhile the disciples fishing on the
lake had awfully “‘poor luck,” and every
time they drew up the net it hung drip-
ping without a fluttering fin or squirm-
ing scale. But Christ from the shore
shouted to them and told them where to
drop the net, and 153 big fish rewarded
them, Simon and Nathaniel, having
cleaned some of those large fish, brought
them to the coals which Christ had
kindled, and the group who had been
out all n!;:h*r and were chill and wet and
hungry sat down and begzan mastication.
All that scene bac L to us when on
Sabbath morning, December, 1880, just
outside the rnins of ancient Tiberias and
within sound of the rmppling Galilee, we
breakfasted

5 1t not strange that the Bible
Imagery is 8o inwr Ln-,:ht from the fish-
eries when the Ho Land 1is, for the
most part, an inlan l region? Only three
lakes—two besides the one already men-
tioned—namely, the Dead sea, where fish
cannot live at all, and as they
touch it they die, and the birds swoop
on their tiny carcasses, and the third,
the Pools of Heshbon, which are alter-
nately full and dry, Only three rivers of
the Holy Land .Inl bok, Kishon and Jor
dan,

Abont all the fish in the waters
of the Holy Land are the perch, the carp,
the bream, the minnow, the hI*‘IlIl}'i the
barbel (so called because of the barb at
1ts mouth), the chub, the dogfish, none
of them worth a Delaware shad or an
Adirondack trout. Well, the world's
geography has changed, and the world’s
bill of fare has changed. Lake Galilee
was larger and deeper and better stocked
than now, and no doubt the rivers were
deeper and the fisheries were of far
more immportance then than now,

Besides that, there was the Mediterra-
nean sea only miles away, and fish
were salted or drmed and brought inland,
and so much of that article of food was
sold In Jerusalem that a fish market gave
the name to one of the
lem near by, and it was ca
gate, The cities had great reservoirs
Iin which f] re kept alive and bred.
1'he pool of Gibeon was a fishpool, Isaiah
and Solomon refer to fishpools, Large
fish were ki']l! alive and tied fast by ropes
tO & stuke 1n these res FVYOIrs, A iy HAV-
ing been run through their gills, and that
18 the meaning of the Scripture passage
which says, “*C'anst thou put a hook into
his nose or bore his jaw through with a
shorn?”

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fish that the god
worshiped by the Philistines, was
made half fish and half man, and that is
the meaning of the Lord's indignation
when in 1 Samnuel read that this
Dagon, the fish god, stood beside the ark
of the Lord, Dagon was by invisible
hands dashed to pieces because the Phil-
1=tine | dared to make the fish a god.
That explains the Scripture passage
“The head of Dagon and both the palms
of his hands were cut off upon the thresh-

old; only the stump of Dagon was left
to him.” Now, the stump of Dagon was
the fish part. The t op part, which was
the figure of a man, was dashed to pleces,
and the Lord, by demolishing every

thing but the stump or fish part of the
idol, practically said, ‘““You may keep
your fish, but know from the way 1 hmr:
demo llﬂht l the rest of the idol that it is
uothing divine.”

THE FISHLIKE 1DOLS,

Layard and Wilkinson found the fish
an ob)oct of 1dolatry all through Assyria
and Egypt. The Nile was full of fish,
and that explains the horrors of the
plague that htered the finny tribe
all up and down that river, which has
been and is now the main artery of
Egypt's life. In Job you hear the plunge
of the spear into the hippopotamus as
the great dramatic poet cries ont, “'Canst
thon fill his skin with barbed irons or his
head with fish spears!” Yea, the fish be-
Ean to swim 1in the yery first book of
Lrenesis, where Iy text records, ““And
Crod "--I.l'l, L.t the Walers !!I‘ill;.: forth
abundantly the moving creature that
hath life.”

1o you realize that the first ll\'llu.','
thing I‘ at Grod created was the fish? It
pPrec r-«lmi the bird, the guadruped, the
llnlniln e 1 he tish has ;,nnrlt_\. of
residence over every living thing.

All the attributes of
the infinite God were called into action
for the making of that first fish. Lanceo-
late and translucent miracle! There is
enough wonder in the plate of a stur-
geon or in the cartilage of a shark to
confound the scientists, It does not
take the universe to prove a God, A
fish does it,. No wonder that Linnsus
and Cuvier and Agassiz and the greatest
minds of all the centuries sat enraptured
before its anatomy,

Oh, its beauty and the adaptedness of
its structure to the element in which it
must live; the picture gallery on the sides
of the mountain trout unveiled as they
spring up to snatch the flies; the gray-
ling, called the flower of fishes; the salm-
on, ascending the Oregon and the Sev-
ern, easily leaping the falls that would
stop them; the bold perch, the gudgeon,
silver and black spotted; the herring,
moving in squadrons five miles long; the
carp, for cunning called the fox of fishes;
the wondrous sturgeons, formerly re-
served for the tables of royal families,
and the isinglass made out of their mem
brane; the tench, called the physician of
fishes, because when applhied to human
allments it 18 said to be curative; the
lampreys, so tempting to the epicurean
that too many of them slew Henry 1]
the whole world of fishes!

Enough of them floating up and down
the rivers to feed the hemispheres if
every ear of corn and every head of
wheat and every herd of gquadruped and
If every other article of food in all the
earth were destroyed. Universal drought,
leaving not 8o much as a spear of grass
on the round planet, would leave in the
rivers and lakes and seas for the human
race a staple commodity of food which,
iIf brought to shore, would be enough not
only to feed but fatten the entire human
race,

hint of Genesis in my text and of our
Lord’s remark and adhered to simplicity
of diet.

reason that the conntry districts
have furnished most of the men and
women of our time who are doing the
mightiest work in merchandise, in me
chanics, in law, in medicine, in theology,
In legislative and congressional halls,

NO man or woman ever amounted to
anything who was brought up on float
ing 18land or angel cake.

What made the 12 apostles such stal-
wart men that they could endure any
thing and achieve everything?

Paul,
though not brought up to swing the net
and throw the line, must of necessity
have adopted the diet of the population
among whom he lived, and you see the
Ehnnphomu in his daring plea before
"elix, and the phosphorus in his boldest
of all utterances before the wiseacres on
Mars hill, and the phu.-lphm‘uﬂ as he
went without fright to his beheading,
and the phosphorus you see in the lives
of all the apostles who moved right en
usdaunted to certain martyrdom, wheth.-
ér to'be l.]*.ﬂ"ﬂ]li'[htt*il or ﬂuhg off preci
pices or hung in crucifixion.
