It was in the Old Palace
Yard that the pillory stood, and where, in
1618, Sir Walter Raleigh was beheaded ;
in the same yard was the honse through
which the members of the Gunpowder
I’lot carried their powder barrels into the
vault for explosion ; and in the same yard
(Guy Fawkes and others were executed in
1608.

William Rafus added Westminster Hall
to the anclent palace of Westminster, and
held his first court here 1009, Parlia-
ment assembled in this hall as early as
1248. Parliament was also held in the
Chapter-house of Westminster Abbey for
300 years or more. It was in this hall
that Sir William Wallace, Sir Thomas
More and Protector Somerset were tried and
condemned. It was here that the High
Court of Justice, which tried and cen-
demnped Charles I was held ; it was here
that Cromwell was inaugurated Lord
Protector, June 26, 1657; and on the gable
of the same house his head was placed to
remalo for twenty years.
