Long Distance Photography Assured.

It 1s said that long distance photog-
raphy 18 rendered quite a success with
the new camera with a telescopic objec.
tive of Dr. Adolph Miethe. The object
consists of a convex lens of considerable
length of focus and a concave lens of
short focus, These are placed a certain
distance apart, depending on the differ-
ences of the two focuses, By the laws of
optics this arrangement projects an in-
verted image of an object at a long dis-
tance from the lenses., The size of the
object 18 greater the nearer the lenses are
together and the greater the distance be-

To obtain good images the lenses are
of special form and achromatic. The
whole camera looks very much like a
Gralilean telescope. By substituting an
ordinary opera glass for the objective on
the camera and drawing it out a fairly
good picture will be obtained on the
ground glass of the camera. Excellent
detailed photographs of parts of the city
of Potsdam have been taken by Dr.
Miethe's apparatus two miles away,—
