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Incandescent Lamp Cleaner,

Many people blame the central sta-
tion for the poor light from their incan-
descent lamps, when the fault is really
their own. They allow their lamps to be
dirty. It has been shown that one day’s
acenmulation of dust on incandescent
bulbs cuts off 5 per cent of the light, so
the result of a few days’ neglect can
easily be gnessed. As a means of remov-
ing to a great extent the frequent com-
plaints of poorness of light a cen
station recommends the use of a la.]n;:h
cleaner which greatly facilitates th-
process of dusting the bulbs. To a8 foot
handle is attached a strong wire frame-
work, which carries a number of felt
mittens. By forcing the frame over each
lamp and giving the handle a few turns
the dust on the glass is removed, leav-
ing the bulb as clean as when it left the
factory. Each cleaner is provided with
a sot of rmbber friction pads that will,
when sunitably placed on the mitteus,
remmove and replace burned out lamps,
The handle ean be extended so as to
reach lmmps at any distance. This de-
vice makes the cleaning of lamps a very
gnick and easy task.—St. Louis Globe-
Democrat.
