Tomy surprise, fully
nine-tenths of the transplanted beets
lived and grew splendidly. The tubers
ceased going downward and began to
spread out like tarnips, and when fully
grown rescinbled rutabagas. The leaves
spread flat npon the ground instead of
growing upward, as in the original seed
rows, thus maintaining perpetnal moist-
ure and killing out grass and small
weeds, When harvested, the transplant
ed tubers averaged one-third bheavier
than the others and contained about 8
per cent more saccharine matter and
purity,
