Not more than one
voter shall be permitted to occupy any
one booth or compartment at one time,
and no voter shall remain in or occupy
a booth longer than may be neccssar}
to prepare his ballot, and in no event
longer than seven minutes in case all
such booths or compartments are in
use, and other voters are waiting to oc-
cupy the same. Before leaving the vot-
booth or compartment the voter
shall fold his ballot without displaying
the marks thereon, and in the same way
it was folded when received by him, and
he shall keep the same so folded until
he has voted, and so that the signature
or mmmials ol the judge from whom he
received it, and the name and number
written on the coupon thereof, but
nothing elese thereon may be seen. He
shall forthwith hand his said ballot to
the judge at the ballot box, and shall
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
