The warmest day in Baltimore s'nce
I871 was July 3, 1898—the date of the
battle of Santiago bay—when the official
thermometer scored 104°,
Monday,with a “high” of 108° each, staud
next on the record. Had not the sun
been partly obscured by clouds about
3 30 o'clock,
breeze sprang up from the south,
that Tuesday would
broken all records for heat.
