Fr:thlv. It sha!l be the duty of the Boards

of Supervisors of Elections of the several
countiesto examine the boundaries of the
several election districts and election pre-
cincts in their respective counties, and

' whenever, in their judgment and discre-
tion, 1t shall be expedient for the conven-

lence of the voters to subdivide any of
sald election districts or election pre-
cincets having a number of voters in ex-
cess of six hundred, they are hereby em-
powered and authorized to make such

subdivisions in such way as to facilitate |

and expedite the casting of their ballots
by the voters thercf, either by a designa-
tion of an entirely new and different
polling place, or by providing for two
separate polling places at or near the
tormer polling place. Whenever, in the
exercise of the discretion conferred upon
the several boards of Superyisors of Elec
tions by this section, they shall subdivide
any election district
shall appoint officers of registration and
judges and clerks of election therefer, as
in this Article provided, who shall have
all the powers, perform all the duties, be
subject to the respongibilities and be lia-
ble to all the penalties prescribed in this
Article for officers of registration, judges
and clerks of election. All the members
