He is te send the growers a
check each day for their fruit, and has
posted a forfeit of $200 w;th eacll grower
with whom he has contracted.

He expects to be
able to a car or cars each day from
is own orchard,

Mr. John Bell, the Chestertown fruit
man, has a magnificent crop of peaches,
