THE SALTENT FEATURES ARR

I. The abolition of the party column
with its accompaunving emblem and the
substitution therefor of what is ealled the
Massachusetts or pure Australian ballot,
with the candidates arranged alphabeti-
cally, according to surnames, under the
title of each office to befilled. The name
of each ecandidate is followed by his
party name and the voter is required
to mark the name of each person for
whom he wishes to vote,

2. The abolition of the giving of as-

 sistance to illiterate voters, except to

voters who shall declare, under oath, that
by reason of blindness or physical dis-
ability they are unable, without assist-
ance, to mark their ballots,

These were the important changes in
the law. No partisan advauntage for con-

partisan features of the old law were re
tained in their entirety, with equal party
representation,

To correctly mark the ticket without
assistance, the voter must be at least able
to read the party name and pick out the
candidates. The plan streng:hens the
anti-bribery feature of the old Australian
Ballot law, as it perfects the secrecy of
the ballot and prevents a corrupt elec-

tion clerk from seeing to the delivery of

the goods by the bribed voter.
The reading test is certainly not un-

 reasonable, as it excludes only the most
illiterate.

ADYVANTAGE OF THE LAW.

The old party column made it easie
for the voter to vote straight, Now it is
just as difficult and requires the same
number of marks to vote a complete
party ticket as to vote independently.
Kach candidate jmust stand more indi-
vidual scrutiny and cannot depend on
the strength of the party to pull him
through,

[ndependent or third party candidates
are no longer at a disadvantage by being
placed in a partial or incomplete column,
but enjoy as prominent a place on the
ticket as the regular party nominees.

The law applies to all a.ike, without
respe.t Lo race, l‘w"n.'_ or [JI't'VilHiH condi-
tion of servitude, and therefore does not
violate the Fifteenth Amendment to the
Federal Constitution,

It is worth while to consider the law
dispassionately on its merits. For in
Its actual workings it is certain to turn
out to be a real step toward electoral re-
torm and an example to be followed by
other States, both North and South.
