"“He was a wheel horse of the Whig
party, although he geldom mixed up in
political controversy. His home friends
Who were proud of his reputation and
recognized his true worth, brought him
lorward once as a candidate for the Pres-
idency,but be refused to permit his name
L0 be used. He always maintained that
tie burdens of the White House were
LOO costly a priceto pay for its honors.

““Pearce was a devoted friend of the

Congressional Library, and during his

long service on the committee having it
in charge he selected the books pur-
chased, In doing this he excluded all
WoOrks calcuiated, in his oplinion, to en-
gender sectional differences. This was
before the war, during a time that slav-
ery was the chlef bone of contention.
When the Atlantic Monthly, I think it
Was, was established he refused to order
it for the Library on that greund,

“Iis care in the choice ot books was
by no means a notion of his own. From
the founding of the Library it was the
policy of many of its warmest friends to
exclude every publication which would
engender and foster sectional differen-
ces. They went on the principle of
concealing difficulties rather than of
lacing them squarely. Somewhat dif-
‘erent is the broader policy now main-
talned in this great Library, on whose
shelves every copyright book of the
United States finds a place.
