During the storm light-
ning struck the chimney on the pretty
home of Mrs.T. K. Dukehart,on Sassafras
street, Millington, and passed through
the building, tearing the plaster from
the walls, demolishing furniture and
bric-a-brac, and passing out at several
places, one being on the north side
where much of the weatherboarding
was torn off.

Mrs. Dukehart and her two children
were lying down in a room where the
damage was the worst, but escaped
without injury, only their hair and eyes
getting full of plaster and dust. They
were lying upon a hair mattress, which
is said to have aided in their miraculous
escape.

Mrs. Dukehart had just rebuilt her
home, it being one of the many des-
troyed Ly the great fire in that town
last July.

The loss is estimated at from two to

four hundred dollars, which is covered

by insurance.
