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THE BoDY of John Paul Jones, Revo-
lutionary hero, and father of the Amer-
ica navy, was interred in a temporary
vault in the Naval Academy grounds,
Annapolis, on Tuesday, with imposing
ceremonies. The body, which was in a
high state of preservation, was trans-
ported from France, where it was
burried some years after the Revolu-
. tion, on the cruiser Brooklyn in com-
mand of Rear Admiral Sigsbee.
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A TERRIBLE EXPLOSION occurred on
board the U. S. gunboat Bennington in
San Diego harbor on the Pacific Coast
this week, wrecking the vessel and
causing the loss of 58 seamen and offi-
cers. The boilers of the vessel had been
known to be in a dangerous condition
for some time, and yet naval experts
are disposed to attribute the accident
to an explosion in the shell room. Sec-
retary of the Navy Eharles J, Bona-
parte will make a ugh investiga-
tion of the accident, and the blame will
be placed where it properly belongs, no
doubt.
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May be a Murder.

Believed to have been murvdered, a
stranger supposed to be John Patterson,
of Paterson, N. J., died at the New
Castle County Hospital,at Farnhyrst at
7 o’clock on Wednesday morning as the
result of injuries he received some time
during Tuesday night on the P., B.&W.
Railroad near Clayton. He was found
near the tracks in an unconscious con-
dition and died on Wednesday morning
without regaining sensibility. The
nature of the dead man’s wounds gave
rise to the suspicion of murder. His
skull was battered in, left ear almost
cut off and his face was a mass of cuts
believed to have been inflicted with a
knife. When found some of the unfortu-
nate man’s brain was oozing from the
hole in his skull. There was nothing
about the body to disclose' his identity.
Several inmates of the hospital appear
to have known the man and they say
lie is known as John Patterson, from
Paterson, N. J. He was about 35 years

of age.
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Wheat Notes.

The presence of a great deal of rust
in wheat throughout the country this
week has caused a slump in prices and
according to local buyers there is a big
slump in the market. Prices reached
the high water mark last week, and
one of our farmers sold his crop for 914
cents waile others received as high as
90 cents. On Monday, however, the
market was away “off’”’ and local
buyers were offering 82 cents while |
the best was only 856 cents. The mar- |
| ket has improved but slightly and yes- |
terday’s quotations were 84§c for spot,
and 63¢ for rejected. *

. The Department of Agriculture at'
Washington has been experimenting
with a drying and separating machine
lately which gives promise of great suc-
cess. A test was made of the machine
on Monday with excellent results. A
quantity of Southern wheat badly dam-
aged by wet weather, and contaiming
cockrel and rust was run through the |
machine with the result that the same
;wheat, which on account of its condi-
tion sold for only 76 eents a bushel, was
 taken out of the machine perfectly dry
and free from all cockrel and rust.

. The wheat was returned to market
' and sold again at the same place for 873
| cents, an advance of 173 cents on ac-
count of condition. The authorities at |
the agricultural department were not
prepared to state whether the experi-
'ment was a success, because they could
not tell whether the shrinkage of the
wheat due to the process of drying and
separating would more than offset the
advance in the price. Dealers on
'change, however, were so0 much im-
pressed with the value of the experi-
ment that they are advocating install-
ing the machines in all the grain eleva-
tors of the cities. It might possibly be
a most excellent thing for the farmers,
or the owners of threshing rigs, to
make use of the machine at threshing
time, should it reach a degree of per-
fection that would justify its purchase.
The Agricultural Department is much |
impressed with the work of the dryers
and they are of the opinion that it will
be a very practical invention.

Wheat being threshed in the county
this week isof much better quality than
last, though the quantity in some in-
stances is not so large as was expected. |
One farmer near Fairlee only got 200
bushels from 40 acres, while another in
| lower Worton got only 9 bushels to the

acre.
