Adams of Seaford, Del.,and two negroes
were locked up charged with being par-
ticipants in the fight. Two revolvers
and a razor were found on Knapper.
Guy declared that Knapper shot him.
Such riots as this are the best evidence
that these camp meetings should be
stopped, ‘and we are glad that the
colored people of Kent county have
practically put an end to all camp-meet-
ings in the county,
