TOMATOES SCARCE ;
PRICES ARE HIGH.

Reports from reliable sources are to
the effect that the tomato crop in Kent
this season is almost a total failure.
The scarcity of this fruit is due to the
unseasonable weather as well as to the

| shortage in the acreage planted. About
lone-fourth as many tomatoes were

planted in the county this season as
were last year, principally because of
the low contract price offered by pack-
ers, and it is a difficult matter to see a
large patch of tomatoes anywhere in
the county this season. The frequent
rains have had the effect of making
the plants all go to vines and where 10
tons to the acre was an average yield
last season, the farmer with a patch
this season will be lucky to get four
tons to the acre. This will neces-
sarily advance the price, and it is more
than likely that tomates will bring a
good price all season owing to the
scarcity all over the state. A few con-
tracts were made in Kent this season
b¥ the Canning & Mercantile Company,
of Still Pond, and by agents represent-
ing foreign packers at $6 per ton, while
in Queen Anne’s those who contracted
will receive $7 per ton. Those who are
shipping tomatoes to city markets are
receiving at the rate of $10 per ton,
and it is the shipper this year who has
struck luck. Last year those who con-
tracted had the advantage, receivin
$8 per ton, while those who ship
averaged about $6. The farmers argue
