Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland (three-fifths of all the mem-
bers of each of the two Houses concurring). The
following section be and the same is hereby pro-
posed as an amendment to Seclion 1 of Article 1
of the Constitution of this State, and if adopted
by the legal and qualified voters thereof,as herein
provided, it shall supersede and stand in place
and stead of Section 1 of said Articie 1.

SECTION 1. All elections by the people shall be
by ballot. Every male citizen of the United
States whether native born or naturalized, of the
age of 21 years or upwards, who has resided in
this State for one year and in the Legislative dis-
trict of Baltimore city or in the county in which
he may offer to vote for six months next preced-
ing the election, and who moreover is duly regis-
tered as a qualified voter, as provided in this Ar-
ticle, shall be entitled to vote in the ward or elec-
tion district in which he resides at all elections
hereafter to be held in this State; and in case any
county or city shall be so divided as to form por-
tions of different electoral districts for the elec-
tion of Representatives in Congress, Senators.
Delegates or other officers, then, to entitle a per-
son to vote for such officer, he must have been a
resident of that part of the county or city which
shall form a part of the electoral district in which
he offers to vote for six months next proceding

T he
credit of the State shall not in any manner be
given or loaned to, or in aid of any individual,asso-
ciation or corporation;nor shall the General Assem-
bly have the power in any mode to involve the State
in the construction of work of internal improve-
ment, nor in granting any aid thereto which shall
involve the faith or eredit of the State: nor make
any appropriation therefor, except in aid of the
construction of works of internal improvement in
the counties of St. Marys, Charles and Calvert,
which had no direct advantage from such works
as have been heretofore aided by the State: and
provided that such aid, advances or appropria-
tions shall not exceed in the aggregate the sum of
five hundred thousand dolars, and they shall not
use or appropriate the proceeds of the internal
improvement companies, or of the State tax now

levied or which may hereafter be levied to pay off
the public debt, to any other purpose until the in-
terest and debt are fully paid, or the sinking fund
shall be equal to the amount of the outstanding
debt; but the General Assembly may, without
laying a tax, borrow an amount never (o exceed
fifty thousand dollars to meet temporary deficien-
cies in the treasury, and may contract delLts to

PEONS OF OLD MEXICO.

Indian Farm Laborers That Are
Really Beasts of Burden.

The Mexican peon Is the backbone of
the republic, Without him the great
landed estates, or haclendas, would lie
in Idleness, while agricultural and com-
mercial interests would stagnate, Of
A cast Iron constitution, he can endure,
apparently without effort, the hardest
sort of drudgery. His energy comes
from a diet that consists chiefly of
ground peppers, beans or frijoles and
a large quantity of tortillas. He works
from 6 to 6, enjoying in the weantime
his two gimple meals. In general, the
Indian farin laborers are of a submis-
slve and respectful dispo:ition. Like
the negroes of the soulh, they are not
far from the main bullding, so as to be
on hand whenever their services are
required, They usually Insist. how-
ever, omn celebrating thelr holidays,
which lessens thelr real usefulness
about 25 per cent. The holldays are
numerous and afford the laborer many
opportunities to quaff from the stupe-
fying pulque bowl, Their stock of sur-

plus change is not apt to be excessive. |

It cannot be when most of them re-
celve but little over 20 cents n day.
Field hands in the states of Guanajua-
to, Michaocan and Queretaro receive
a cuartillo of corn in addition to their
wages of 12 cents a day, One haclen.
dado who voluntarlly raised the wilges
of his hanls to 18 couts a day found
himself without laborers for two days
of the week., As the extra wages SUup-
plied living means for the entire WeeK,
what was the need of working?

These laborers are of all sizes and
ages; but, whether young or old, all
bear alike upyon their brow the depress.
Ing and deg ading loathern thoe that
makes of thery beasis of Luorden, The
effect of this custowary suap on the
shape of the head i3
that the peons the country over have
peak shaped heads tending toward the
shape of the pointed hat., The supply
of laborers is, o to speak, perennial.

The young muchacho receives his train- ,

ing in watching the sheep and the
goats, acting as mwes=enger or prodding
the burros in the pack train. When he
I8 about sixteen years old he takes his
place with the regular laborers and be-
gius to cast his eyve about for a help-
mate., The wife may prove useful and
earn a swall wage at some such opera-
tion as sowing seed. Her life will be a
monotonous one, A strip of cloth serves
a8 dress and skirt, a strip of leather
provides a sandal, and in the hot re-
glons the clothing for the boys is even
as siwmple. All that is required is a
Jorongo, which cousists of a yard of
cotton cloth with a hole for the head
and tweq depending flaps to cover
breast and back. There is no possibill-
ty of their clothing impeding
movements, When the woman takes
her husband's meal to him far out in
the fields, =he takes the little toddler
with hLer fastened securely in her re-
bozo.-—Pilgrim,
