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Proclamation

WHEREBAS, at the January Session of the

Assembly of Maryland, held in the year
of our Lord one thousand nine hundred and four,
two bills were passed, one proposing an amend-
ment to Section 1 of Atticle 1 of the Constitution
of the State, the other proposing an amendment
to Section 84 of Article 3 of the Constitulion
of the State, which said bills are in the words
following, to wit:

CHAPTER 9%,

AN ACT to amend Section 1of Article 1 of the

Constitution of this State and to provide for the |

submission of said amendment to the qualified
voters of this State for adoption or rejection.

SECTION 1. Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland (thyvee-fifths of all the mem-
bers of each of the two Houses concurring). The
following section be and the same is hereby pro-
posed as an amendment to Section 1 of Article 1
of the Constitution of this State, and if adopted
by the legal and qualified voters thereof,as herein
provided, it shall supersede and stand in place
and stead of Section 1 of said Articie 1.

SECTION 1. All elections by the people shall be
by ballot., Every male citizen of the United
States whether native born or naturalized, of the
age of 21 years or upwards, who has resided in
this State for one year and in the Legislative dis-
triet of Baltimore city or in the county in which
he may offer to vote for six months next preced-
ing the election, and who moreover is duly regis-
tered as a qualified voter, as provided in this Ar-
ticle, shall be entitled to vote in the ward or elec-
tion district in which he resides at all elections
hereafter to be held in this State; and in case any
county or city shall be so divided as to form por-
tions of different electoral districts for the elec-
tion of Representatives in Congress, Senators.

SECTION 1. Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland (three-fifths of all the mem-
bers of the two Houses concurring). That the fol-
lowing section be and the same is hereby proposed
as an amendment to the Constitution of this State
and if adopted by the legal and qualified voters
thereof, as herein provided, it shall supercede and
stand in the place and stead of Section 34 of Ar-

SECTION 34. No debt shall be hereafter contracted
by the General Assembly unless such debt shall be
authorized by a law providing for the collection of
an annual tax or taxes sufficient to pay the inter-
est on such debt as it falls due. and also to dis-
charge the principal thereof within fifteen years
from the time of contracting the same, and the

| taxes laid for this purpose shall not be repealed or

applied to any other object until the said debt and
interest thereon shall be fully discharged. T he
credit of the State shall not in any manner be
given or loaned to, or in aid of any individual,asso-
ciation or corporation;:nor £hall the General Assem-
bly have the power in any mode to involve the State
in the construction of work of internal improve-
ment, nor in granting any aid thereto which shall
involve the faith or credit of the State; nor make
any appropriation therefor, except in aid of the
construction of works of internal improvement in
the counties of St. Marys, Charles and Calvert,
which had no direct advantage from such works
as have been heretofore aided by the State: and
provided that such aid, advances or appropria-
tions shall not exceed in the aggregate the sum of
five hundred thousand dollars, and they shall not
use or appropriate the proceeds of the internal
improvement companies, or of the State tax now

levied or which may hereafter be levied to pay off
the public debt, to any other purpose until the in-
terest and debt are fully paid, or the sinking fund
shall be equal to the amount of the outstanding
debt; but the General Assembly may, without
laying a tax, borrow an amount never to exceed
fifty thousand dollars to meet tempoiary deficien-
cies in the treasury, and may contract debts to
any amount that may be necessary for the defense
