CANNED TOMATOES AT| DEWEY PARK TOU

TOP NOTCH.

Shortage in Maryland Acre-
age and Crop Failure Causes
Unprecedented Rise
in Prices.

The canned goods market has exper-
ienced the greatest boom during the
week in years. As a result of a short-
age of nearly 50 per cent. in acreage
supplemented by an almost total failure
in which
city packers rely for their stock of raw
material, a strong rising tendency for
the canned product began about three
weeks ago. A big gap in the supply
of the canned vegetable confronted the

local packers, and the prices of the|

article in cans began to move upwards
at the rate of from two and ahalf to
three cents at each step. This trend
kept persistently on until the prices in
three weeks had made the stupendous
advance from 60 cents to $1.00 a dozen
Tomatoes in

and 65 cents a bushel, with packers
fairly falling over themselves for every
package of the vegetable in sight. By
a fortunate deal one packer wenton the
market last week and cleared up $40,-
000. Another brokersaid that he is ex-
pecting to see prices move on to the
$1.50 mark before the present boom has

' reached the high water mark. Packers

are scouring the country for the tinned
article, and the raw vegetable with
which to fill their orders. 360,000
packages of tomatoes have been re-
ceived in Baltimore and processed at

the packing houses within the last 60 |

days. The Ericsson line of steamers
alone has handled a daily average of
10,000 packages while the Sassafras
and Chester River Lines, as well as the
Tolchester line, havé handled consider-
able quantities. Prevailing prices have
been trom 60 to 75 cents, with the
strongest kind of demand. There is
theretore a wide difference this year
between the contract price and the
shipping price. The canneries in the
county are receiving a moderate supply
ol tomatoes and are paying the agreed
price, $6 per ton for them. Of course

‘our local packers will come in for a
large share of the profits of the canned

goods market, and they ought to be
Ina good position next season to pay
$3 or $10 per ton foi tomatoes because
of the scarcity of the supply of canned
goods that will surely result from the
great demand and sale at present. It
will be to the interest of the farmer,
therefore, to be careful about making
contracts for next year. He should
place himself in a position either to
ship or sell to canneries if such agree-
ment can be made, but there does not
seem to be any reason why the packers
should not be able to pay at least $8
per ton for tomatoes next season.

City dealers are, as a rule, refusing
to touch pears, despite the urgent de-
mand of kieffer pear growers on the
Eastern Shore, preferring to close out
the tomato and hold all other fruits for
later in the season.
