SECTION 1. Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland (three-fifths of all the mem-
bers of the two Houses concurring). That the fol-
lowing section be and the same is hereby proposed
as an amendment to the Constitution of this State
and if adopted by the legal and qualified voters
thereof, as herein provided, it shall supercede and

| stand in the place and stead of Section 34 of Ar-

ticle 3 of said Constitution.

SECTION 34. No debt shall be hereafter contracted
by the General Assembly unless such debt shall be
authorized by a law providing for the collection of
an annual tax or taxes sufficient to pay the inter-
est on such debt as it falls due. and also to dis-
charge the principal thereof within fifteen years
from the time of contracting the same, and the

resident of that part of the county or city which
shall form a part of the electoral district in which

he offers to vote for six months next proceding |

the election, but a person who shall have acquired

a residence in such county or city, entitling him |

to vote at any such election, shall be entitled to
vote in the election district from which he re-
moved until he shall have acquired a residence In
the part of the county or city to which he has re-
moved. Every such male citizen of the United
States having the above prescribed qualifications
of age and residence shall be entitled to be regis-
tered s0 as to become a qualified voter if he be—
First— A person able to read any section of
the Constitution of this : tate submitted to him
by the officers of registration and to givea reason-
able explanation of the same; or if unable to read

applied to any other object until the said debt and
interest thereon shall be fully discharged. The
credit of the State shall not in any manner be
given or loaned to, or in aid of any individual,asso-
ciation or corporation;nor #hall the General Assem-
bly have the power in any mode to involve the State
in the construction of work of internal improve-
ment, nor in granting any aid thereto which shall
involve the faith or credit of the State; nor make
any appropriation therefor, except in aid of the
construction of works of internal improvement in
the counties of St. Marys, Charles and Calvert,
which had no direct advantage from such works
as have been heretofore aided by the State; and
provided that such aid, advances or appropria-
tions shall not exceed in the aggregate the sum of
five hundred thousand dollars, and they shall not
use or appropriate the proceeds of the internal
improvement companies, or of the State tax now

levied or which may hereafter be levied to pay off
the publie debt, to any other purpose until the in-
terest and debt are fully paid, or the sinking fund
shall be equal to the amount of the outstanding
debt; but the General Assembly may, without
laying a tax, borrow an amount never to exceed
fifty thousand dollars to meet tempoiary deficien-
cies in the treasury, and may contract debts to
any amount that may be necessary for the defense
of the State.

But nothing in this section or in the Constitu-
tion contained shall deprive the General Assembly

lectures in vain for any direct answer,
Why? Beczuee, if he dared to say what
he really in his soul of souls believes,
it would end his great careeer, both
north and south.

Again on pages 83 and 85 we are
“There s an unmistakable in-
fluence that comes over a white man
when he sees a black man living In a
two-story house that has been pald
for. 1 need not stop to explain, Just in
s0 far as we can place rich negroes in
the south who can loan money to white
men, this race question will disappear.”

Why?

The conclusion is obvious: The ne-
gro who holds & mortgage on a white
man’'s house will ultimately demand
and recelve social recognition from
him.

On page 66 of his Future of the
American Negro he says: “The Jew,
who was once in about the same posi-
tion as the negro is today, has now
recognition because he has entwined
himself about America In a business
and industrial way."
