The Howe Combination Chemica
water fire engine which the board of
town commissioners have beer making
every effort to raise money to purchase,
arrived here from Indianapolis, Indiana,
last Friday,and after the test had been
given Saturday afternoon everyone who
was a witness to the demonstrationwas
more than pleased, and declared it had
far exceeded their expectations. The
tests were under the directions of Mr.
Howe who is the manufacturer of the
engines and the head of the firm. He
1s an old gentleman 74 years old. The|
first test took place on the Racer lot on
Sassafras street northof Cypress street.
The water was drawn from the well by
the suction hose and thrown over the
three-story residence of Mr. J.E. Wood-
all ; they then ran with the engine
around the corner in front of Mr. T. A.
Vansant’s store and a chemical stream
was thrown on the M. E. Church. The
whole operation of moving the appara-
tus and throwing the stream on the
church consumed the short space of less
than two minutes, showing in what a
short space of time it can be applied.
The second test was at the residence of |
Mr. G. B. Taylor who offered his well
for use in the test. Messrs. Howe and
Taylor alone operated the engine and
threw a stream 35 fert. At the sugges-
tion of Mr. Taylor the engine was test-
ed as to its powers for throwing water
and averaged 100 gallons in one mirute
’I:l:ay 10 men through 150 feet of hose.
he third test was in front of the hotel
Bailey. The whole apparatus had been |
folded up as though just taken from
the shed or house and in less than 22 |
seconds it was put in working order, |
| and a chemical stream thrown through
150 feet of hose, that was also very
rapid work. The fourth and last test
took place from the flour mill on the
Chester river known as the Spear mill.
The engine was set at the mill and a
stream of water was thrown over|
| Bailey’s three-story hotel through 500
| feet of hose. After this demonstration
the Siamess coupling was attached, and
threw two streams at one time 60 feet
in the air. All the time the apparatus |
was worked by inexperienced men, who
had never done anything of the kind,
and deserve much credit for the quick
work. It was pulled over the town by
men. Horses can also be used. It has
eve?/ equipment, 30 feet suction hose,
000 feet of cotton rubber lined hose, ex-
tension ladders and axe.
