The
case is interesting as showing what an
elastic and flexible standard of value
the Colonies had in tobacco. The Eng-
lishman returned home bankrupt and
proceeded to write what he termed a
‘“Satyr’’ on the laws and people of the
Colony. One of the ‘“‘Satyrs’’ was,
that it required a sound brain to trade

'in this Colony, as the Colonist would

make a ‘‘Skimming dish’’ of the skull of
any ordinary English trader. The his-
torian states as a fact in the case, that
the Quaker merchant conducted his
business over where I live. Well, I

page of history, that the historian of
the State, searching the records for
three hundred years, is able to find but
one bad man on the Eastern Shore.
