VICE PRESIDENT KING.

He Took the Oath of Office Abroad, |

but Did Not Live to Serve,

Willlam Rufus King,
1786, died April 18, 1853, was a vice
president of the United States who
never served in that capacity and one
who took the oath of office on foreign
soll, something which can be said of
no other executive officer who has ever
been elected by the people of this coun-
try. King was an invalid, but his
friends urged him to take second place
on the ticket with Pierce in 1852.

Both were elected, but Mr. King's
health fai'ed so rapidly that he was
forced to go to Cuba some two months
before inauguration day. Not having
returned to the United States by
March 4, congress passed a special act
authorizing the Unlted States consul
at Matanzas, Cuba, to swear him in
as vice president at about the hour
when Plerce was taking the oath of
office at Washington.
