Superintendent Milton Melvin, of the
county schools, informs us that he will
make an effort during this year to have
several of the schools of the county, es-
pecially Chestertown and Rock Hall,
recognized by the State Board of Edu-
cation, as accredited High schools.

Agri-
cultural and Western Md., and the
graduates of the accredited High schools
