All qualified voters of Kent county who have
been recognized as Democrats and whese names
appear upon the registration books of the district
in which they present themselves, shall be en-
titled to vote, also all young Democrats who on
account of their age are not registered, but who
will be entitled to registration and to vote at the
coming November election, shall be entitled to vote
at said primaries.
