OBITUARY.
FRANKLIN H. HARPER.

We are called upon this week to
chronicle the death of another of Kent’s
most beloved and prominent citizens,
Mr. Franklin H. Harper, of Still Pond.
Mr. Harper had been in failing health
for sometime, but only recently did the
malady become so complicated as to be
beyond the power of medical skill.

He
was for some years one of the judges
of the Orphans Court, and the county
never had a more careful and conscien-
tious officer than was Mr. Harper. A
