Graduate and His Public Obligation,’
and it was a literary treat. Prof. Ames
addressed the audience upon “‘Some
Modern Aspects of Education’’ and it
was a masterly plea for the restoration
of the classics to modern educational
COUrses.

We wish we could print the ad-
dress of each speaker, for they were
not only literary treats but should be
In shape to preserve by those interested
in education. Because of public de-
mand and courtesy to Governor War-
field, who was the guest of honor, we
give his speech as nearly as we were
able to get it. The Governor said in
part :

““The State of Maryland has always
manifested a deep interest in the wel-
fare of this institution, and has cheer-
fully aided it. The last legislature ap-
propriated to the visitors and governors
of Washington College the sum $30,000,
one-half to be available during the fis-
'cal year 1907 and the other half in 1908.
It was a free gift, and its application
-and expenditure were left entirely to
' the business integrity and public spirit
' of the board of governors and visitors.

- “‘1 cannot, however, let this occasion
pass without asking your attention for
a few moments to the part that Mary-
land has played in the establishment of
' free schools and the promotion of higher
‘education. In 1692 an act was passed
by the General Assembly, in session at
' St. Mary’s, for its encouragement, and
in 1696 King William School was founded
at  Annapolis—the first free public
'school established on the continent of
America. In 1723 free schools were
authorized in each of the 12 counties of
the State, and funds provided by pre-
vious acts for the support of such
schools were distributed equitably
among the counties. This movement
for free schools was not successful,
because it was impossible to secure good
teachers. There was no lack of funds
for the support of the schools, but
there was a decided lack of teaching
talent.
~ ‘‘The teachers were,most of them, men
' who had very little learning and knowl-
'edge of teaching, and many were in-
dentured servants or persons without
 moral standing. This made it necessary
for the State to establish institutions in
which teachers themselves might be
faithfully taught everything that they
were afterward required to teach. So,
in 1781, the legislature of Maryland
gave serious consideration to the ques-
tion of founding colleges which would
furnish the source of higher education
and provide teachers for her free
'schools.

The Governor was at his best and made
a most earnest plea for higher ideas in
education, a pure ballot and an un-
purchasable electorate. None the less
interesting however were the splendid
and edifying addresses of Dean Penni-
man, who brought greetings from the
University of Pennsylvania, Dr. Joseph
'S. Ames whorepresented John Hopkins
' University and President James W,
' Cain who spoke for Washington. Dean
Penniman spoke upon ‘‘The College

‘*Governor Paca, who was earnest in
| his advocacy of the cause of public ed-
‘ucation, exerted himself during his en-
tire administration, both officially and
personally, to advance the interests of

this institution and for the establish-
‘ment of a similar college on the West-
- ern Shore,

.~ **In his message in 1784 he said: ‘The
act for founding a college at Chester,
' which passed the session preceding the
last, will reflect forever a lustre upon
1ts proceedings. It is with the greatest
pleasure we observe that such hasbeen’
lhe zeal of the Eastern Shore for the
advancement of learning that the sum
of £5,000, which was required and al-
lowed to be raised in five years, bas been
nearly doubled in less than one year.
Nothing can be stronger proof of the
happy influence of public encourage-
ment, and we trust that the General
Assembly will think this college deserv-
ing of their further attention and fav-
ors, and will extend their views to the
establishment and encouragement of
other seminaries of learning in this

State.’

““Following this recommendation of
Governor Paca, who can be truly styled
the first educational governor of Mary-
land, the legislature of 1784 granted a
charter to St. John's College, in An-
napolis,

““The preliminary of this charter sets
forth so clearly the needs and advanta-
ges of a higher education that I shall
read the same to you:

‘“ ‘Whereas, institutions for the liberal
education of youth in the principles of
virtue, kn)wledge and useful literature
are of the highest benefit to society, in
order to train up and perpetuate a suc-
cession of able and honest men for dis-
charging the various offices and duties
of life, both civil and religious, with
