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Recipes.

Squash Muffins—One cup of squash
(sifted), 1 cup of sweet milk, 1 egg, 1
teaspoonful of cream tartar, 1-2 tea-
spoonful soda, 2 cups of flour.

German Puffs—Into three cups of
sifted flour, stir three eggs that have
been beaten very light and then stirred
into three cups of milk. Add three tea-
spoonsfuls of melfed butter and a dash
of salt, and pour into deep, greased
custard cups. Serve as soon as baked
with a pudding sauce.

Cracker Cake—Five eggs, one cup of
sugar, a half cup of butter, a half cup
of sweet miik, two teaspoonfuls of bak-
ing powder, one teaspoonful of vanilla,
one cup of grated sweet chocolate, one
cup of English walnuts, chopped; two
cupfuls of sifted cracker-crumbs. Bake
in a steady oven.

Stiff Chocolate Filling—Break the
white of one egg into a bowl, add to it
a cup of powdered sugar and beat stead-
ily until smooth and white. Stir in
three tablespoonfuls of grated, un-
sweetened chocolate and spread on the
cake layera.

Spanish Bunu—Rub one-half pound
butter in with a pound of flour and mix
it with six tablespoonfuls sugar,a pinch
of salt and nutmeg and cinnamon to
taste. Make into a dough with four
well beaten eggs. Flour a baking
sheet and drop the mixture into it in
small quantities with a spoon; bake ten
minutes; take out and brush over with

milk, then return to the oven and finish
baking.
