A Curious Widow's Cap.

A very curious cap forms the “wid-
ew'’'s weeds” of the Australia aborigine
in one part of the great Island conti-
nent.

Then, after shaving
their heads, they cover them with pipe
clay, kneaded into a paste. The head
iIs first covered with a net to prevent
the clay from sticking too tightly to
the skin—a misfortune which is partly
averted by the amount of grease with
which every Anstralian native is anoint-
ed. A layer of this clay several inches |
in thickness is plastered over the head
and when dry forms a sort of skull-
cap exactly fitting the head on which |
it was molded. As it weighs several
