The Interstate Commerce Commission
handed down a decision on Monday
' *~ffirming the right of interstate rail-
vays to operate the jim-crow cars, but
declaring that the accommodations for
colored passengers must be equal to
those provided for whites.

The case decided is that of Georgia
Edwards, colored, who, en route from
Chattanooga, Tenn., to Dalton, Ga.,on
a first-class ticket, claimed that she
was forced into a separate compartment
by a conductor on the Nashville, Chat-
tanoga and St. Louis Railway. Although
based on the question of unequal accom-
modations, the action was brought to
determine the right of interstate car-
riers todiscriminate against passengers
on account of race. It was the first
test under the new rate law.
