As a boy he evidenced a keen desire
for study, and at the public schools and
at West Nottingham A-.demy, . here
he received the greater part of his edu-
cation, he laid the foundation then for
his future successful life. After cul-
minating his studies he taught school
for a time, but soon found that the
quiet humdrum of the schoolroom was
not at all suited to his ideas of life.
He was a man to ‘‘do things,’’ and the
constant repetition of the days at the
classroom soon helped him to determine
that he was not a schoolteacher by
vocation, and, following a natural in-
clination, he came to Baltimore and
studied law at the University of Mary-
land, where he was graduated in 1890

with honors.
In the seven years which elapsed be-

tween theday of his graduation and 1897,
when he was elected to be State Senator
from Cecil county, he has been ac-
claimed the leader of the Democratic
organization of the county and has be-
come a power in the Eastern Shore
councils of his party. He has served
a term as State’s Attorney and has ex-
hibited a particularly noticeable brill-
iance in oratory.

During his term as State Senator he
was appointed chairman of the Finance
Committee and made Democratic leader
of the Senate, In the former position
he made an impression upon the State
officials which has never been forgot-
ten, his course in that committee being
recalled several nights ago by ex-Mayor
Latrobe, who was associated with him
at the time. The latter spoke in the
highest terms of his former colleague
and wished him success.

Judge Crothers was conservative and
cautious, but at the same time so logi-
cal in his rulings of the committee that
his course in every matter was followed
with acclaim. He showed a tendency
to guard the outlay of the people’s
money and in his administration saved
the State thousands of dollars that
might have been expended on wildcat

| legislative schemes.

In 1892 he ran again, but was defeat-
ed, as was also the case two years
later, in 1894. This was due to fac-
tional differences in the county.

On March 28 of last year Governor
Warfieid appointed Mr. Crothers asso-
ciate judge to fill the vacancy made by
the death of Judge Edwin Brown.
The appointment was accepted by
Democrats as being a proper move on

Judge Crothers is unmarried and
lives at Elkton, Cecil county. During
the last 10 years he has made some of
the most notable speeches in the State.
