in Baltimore, which will operate a line
of steamers between Baltimore and
Eastern Shore towns. This week Mr.
J. W. Lee, superintendent of the De-
partment of Publicity of the Pennsyl-
vania Railroad, has been in Chester-
town discussing with newspaper repre-
sentatives and business men the Phila-
delphia side of the problem. So far as
the farmer is concerned Mr. Lee's ar-
gument, that it pays to ship where the
best inducements are offered, is a good
one, because regardless of whatever
sentiment may be attached tothe prob-
lem, the shipper is looking for the best
possible prices for his produce. Thatis
the Philadelphia side of the gquestion,
