conducted by three physicians showed |

that the boy’s heart was twice its moral
size, and that all the muscles of the
heart weredegenerated. Dr. Wickham,
one of the physicians, said: ‘The case
should be a great moral lesson to all
users of cigarettes,’ and shortly before
the boy died he expressed the hope that
he might live so that he could warn
other boys not to smoke cigarettes.
Young Secrist was a bright, keen-mind-
ed boy when he entered the eighth
grade at school. It was there hebegan
smoking cigarettes. Hebecame stupid,
could not make progress in his studies,
and finally had to be taken from school.
The habit became firmly fixed and the
boy killed himself by excessive smok-
ing.
