Purse of $ 1_(-)_:(-)-00 Will be
Offered For Futurities
of 1907,

Trotfingb::om breeders the country
over will be highly pleased with the an-
nouncement sent out from Boston that
the next futurity of the well-hnown turf
publication, the American Horse Breed-
er, will be for a purse of $10,000instead
of §7,000, as formerly, and the entrrnce
fee only $1 in place of the lation
$5 charged for it and for other similar
events.

This most liberal stake will be open
to trotting and pacing mares bred in
1906, or for%¥oals of 1907. The change
was decided upon at a meeting of the
directors of the American Horse Breed-
er Publishing Company, held in Boston.

While there are and have been futuri-
ties on the harness turf with higher
values, yet this is the most liberal ever
offered to the breeders of trotting
horses, who will naturally avail them-
selves by nominating a record number
of mares before the first of next March,
when the entries will close.

Unlike other youngster stakes this fu-
turity will be given, for 3-year-olds
alone, the purse to be divided as fol-
lows: Seven thousand dollars to trotters,

of which $5,000 goes to the first horse,

$1,000 to second, $350 to third and $150.

to fourth horse.

Three-year-old pacers will divide the

remaining $3,000—$2,000 to the winner,
$500 to second, $200 to third and $100to
fourth horse, leaving a balance of $700
from both divisions, which will be dis-
tributed among the different nominators
of the dams of money winners.
Another pleasing feature of this an-
nouncement is the fact that in spite of
all the prevailing opposition to racing
in New England, particularly in Massa-
chusetts, Boston horsemen and interest-
