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JRepublican Ticket.
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The Republichns assembled in County
Convention on Monday took the people
by surprise by nomiratin only what
has been termed a ‘‘bobtail’’ ticket. It
was generally conceded on Saturday
that a full ticket, with the possible ex-
ceptions of acandidate for sheriff would
be nominated. On Monday morning it
was soon apparent that only a part of a
ticket would be nominated at present.
It was also early manifest that the
friends of Mr. John D. Urie, who was
deposed from the leadership of the

rty four yearsago, by Mr. Wilbur

liason and his friends, would control
the situation, and that a Urie ticket
would be nominated without any consid-
eration whatever to the wishes of Mr.
Eliason and his friends, who wanted to
see a full ticket nominated, and who
had altogether a different slate pre-

ared. The convention assembled at
2 o'clock, and after much rangling,in
which some warm words passed between
several of the leaders of the opposing
factions, this is the ticket so far nomi-
nated:—State Senate, John (. Davis,
Chestertown; House of Delegates, Jas.
A. Casey, Rock Hall, Perry Rasin,
Worton; County Commissioners, Louis
S. Price, of Millington, Thomas W.
Trew, of Lankford.

Mr. Theodore Dempsey, of the First
District, was thought by his friends to
be sure of the nomination for County
Commissioner in the First but Mr. Urie
said nay, nay; and Mr. Dempsey was
much disappointed. Not a single candi-
date of the Eliason faction secumed a
nomination, and not a single suggestion
from Mr. Eliason was accapted. It was
a stinging defeat, and Mr. Eliason’s
friends are very bitter at the treatment
he received from Mr. Urie and his friends
who are now supremely in control of
the affairs of the Re
The Eliason faction is making all sorts
of charges and there are many who be-
lieve they have just grounds for com-
plaint. hether tne Republicans will
make any other nominations remains to
be seen. Everything is now in Mr.
Urie’s hands,and if he wants the State’s
Attornéyship nomination, he will have
his name placed upon the ticket by vir-
tue of the supreme authority which he
commands. The outlook in the fall
election is very encouraging to the
Democrats, though the Republicans re-
gard their bobtail ticket as a very
strong one. It is a great deal easier to
defeat a part of a ticket, and as Kent
i8 the only county on the shore wherein
the Republicans have not nominated
a full ticket, it looks easy for the
Democrats. Let the Democrats get
to work in earnest now. It’s high time,
and Kent should elect every man on the
Democratic ticket this fall.
